Mission
To promote inclusive education for students with disabilities at their schools of residence

Vision
Provide elementary schools with additional special education personnel to expand their specialized academic

instruction delivery and intervention services

Values
Increasing: inclusion, equity, access, desegregation, and community

Reducing: referrals to self-contained classrooms, the amount of time students spend outside of general education
programs, and disproportionality

History of ISP
The ISP model originated in 2012 in West Contra Costa Unified School District as a structure for general education
teachers and special education teachers to co-teach and deliver instruction in inclusive classrooms. The focus was
providing diploma bound high school students in mild-moderate self-contained classrooms (MMSN-SCC) access to
general education classes.

Around that same time, the ISP model expanded to elementary schools to facilitate more inclusive programming for
students in MMSN-SCCs. ISP at the elementary school level was modeled after the special education programming at
Montalvin Manor. Prior to the ISP model starting at that school, Montalvin had served students in two separate ways. First,
there were students with IEPs participating in a Learning Center, with instruction delivered by the RSP teacher. Secondly,
there was
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schools use the additional RSP teacher includes but is not limited to: splitting the caseload by grade level or subject
matter, leveled blocking, and additional intervention periods per day.

For students with IEPs, the service delivery is still specialized academic instruction (SAI) through the RSP program and is
documented as such on IEPs. The ISP model can be conceptualized as an expanded learning center. In essence, there is
an additional RSP teachers so the services can be expanded to longer lengths of time and more students. ISP is not a
different type of IEP service.
